
WOODSTOCK — Dallas, Texas, author
Perla Sarabia Johnson will give a talk and
sign copies of her book, Global WarNing,
from 12:45 to 2 p.m.

Imagine a world where ungodly tempera-
tures create a hell on earth for mankind.
This heat leads to a frightening evolution of
living things. Animals grow at astronomical
rates; monstrous creatures roam the earth.
The power of photosynthesis rises to new
heights. Giant plant-life towers the heavens
and challenges the agricultural industry. A
city becomes so polluted that humans must
live underground where they can escape the
mighty beasts. This is the scenario of the sci-
ence fiction book Global WarNing.

Global WarNing takes a fictional look at
the dangers that could befall Earth if climate
change is ignored, as well as illustrates a
new approach to dealing with the country’s
economy. This adventure starts in the pres-
ent and spans to the future.

Perla uses her Cuban heritage to illustrate
the Latino lifestyle. The plot unfolds with
drastic political changes in her parents’
homeland. The protagonist in the story even
travels to Poland, where he gets tangled in a
web of murder and corruption.

While conducting the research for the
book, Perla interviewed several high profile
professionals who are experts in their field,
including Dr. Fabien JG Laurier, program
officer for the U.S. Climate Change Science
Program; Dan T. Ton, Grid Integration team
leader of the Solar Energy Technologies
Program; Dr. Samuel T. Ariaratnam, profes-
sor of construction management at Arizona
State University; Stephen R. King, associate
professor in the Department of
Horticultural Sciences of the Vegetable and

Fruit Improvement Center at Texas A & M
University; and Matthew Carrano, curator of
dinosaurs at the Smithsonian Institution.

Perla’s work in news promotions and mar-
keting has helped develop her creative writ-
ing. She received her Bachelor of
Journalism degree from the University of

Texas at Austin in 1983. Her writing experi-
ence includes jobs in newspaper, radio and
television.
